What do I need and when? 

Arrive at 8.30am as gates open. 
Reading books and reading diary every day.  
Water bottle which is clearly labelled  
PE lessons are every Monday and Thursday. Please bring 
PE Kits to school in a bag.  
Forest School  On a Monday, children will also need a 
coat and forest school footwear e.g. wellington boots/old 
trainers to wear alongside their PE kit (e.g. joggers and 
hoodie). Children will also need a forest top (e.g. an old t-
shirt).  

Supporting Learning at Home 

Now that the children are in Year 1, we would like them to take more responsibility with their home learning. 
Regular reading, and spelling practice are essential, so we ask that: 

Get talking! Take turns in conversation and using full sentences. Have ‘quality conversations’. ‘ What have you 
been today?’ – leads children to say, I have been a scientist etc.  
Reading is completed daily (independent or with an adult) 
Number – counting forwards and backwards, play board games together, real life maths e.g. money, shapes, 
etc.  
Weekly spelling lists are shared and practised at home. Each week a new spelling list will be sent home in the 
children’s spelling books. These can be practised using the Spelling Shed. Login are also in the front of their 
reading records. Children will do an informal spelling check up each week on a Thursday.
